A holy
angel told him to ask you
to come to his house so
that he could hear what
you have to say.”

Cornelius
was expecting them and
had called together his
relatives and close
friends. 25 As Peter
entered the house,
Cornelius met him and
fell at his feet In
reverence. 26 But Peter
made him get up. “Stand
up,” he said, “l am only a
man myself.”
